Over the years, several schools have chosen 
to continue with the ÒAdvanced Exploration,Ó where
individuals completing ÒWhat One Person Can DoÓ will
have the opportunity to be trained to facilitate the
course within the school system. This program is
designed for a maximum of ten participants and 
meets weekly for three hours, for 12-weeks.
